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Across the Deep Blue Seainvestigates a chapter in Norwegian immigration history that has never been fully
told before.

For the vast majority landing in Canadian port cities, Canada became a corridor to their final
destinations in the Upper Midwest, primarily Wisconsin and Minnesota. Lovoll explains the establishment
and failure of Norwegian colonies in Quebec Province and pays due attention to the tragic fate of the Gaspé
settlement.
